RADIOPRO DISPATCH LICENSE EXPANSION

License options for RadioPro Dispatch may be purchased and added at any time. Available optional modules include
Voice, GPS Mapping, Text Messaging, and Telemetry.

Following purchase and receipt of an expanded license file for RadioPro Dispatch, import the new license file using the
following steps:

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TIMED LICENSE

of the timed license, the software will not function. The following describes instances when a timed license may have
been installed, and the method for updating a license to a non-expiring license.

Dealer Demo Kits

Dealer Demo Kits should have their software and licenses updated annually. These updates are provided at no charge as
long as the Dealer Demo Kit is being used for sales of RadioPro systems. Dealer Demo Kits shipped after June 1 2015
will have a timed license that expires 12 months after shipment.

Contact CTI Products to receive a renewed 12-month license.

Poor Payment History

Shipments to dealers with poor credit or payment history will have licenses that expire 4 months after shipment. Upon
payment of invoice, a non-expiring license will be emailed to Dealer.
